NEW DART PLAYERS

Ok...So you are new to darts, or at least new to darts in the Charlotte area. Welcome!
Below, I'll try to describe what you are likely to encounter, what you should expect, and what
will be expected of you if you decide to play in our league.

First and foremost, you will find that most dart players are friendly, approachable, and
willing to explain how we go about doing things. The darting community is a bit of a family, in
which there are lots of opportunities for competition and fun amongst the members.

SCOREKEEPING:

If you are new to darts entirely, or maybe played soft-tip, or plastic tip darts in the
past...you are likely a little apprehensive about how steel tip darts are played, particularly in the
Charlotte area. Fear not...it's completely normal, and everyone has gone through it. It
generally stems from the stigma of scoring. Most people didn’t like going to the chalk board in
grade school to solve a problem in front of the class...and likewise don’t feel comfortable doing
math at the board now. Unfortunately, in Charlotte, there are very few games that get played
when there is a “chalker”, or score keeper, at the board, which means each player must keep
their own score, and verify their opponents score. | have been throwing darts for a long time,
and have yet to see anyone ridiculed or made fun of for their score keeping ability, so long as
they are trying. There are plenty of people that aren’t very good with the math, but they get
along just fine in our league. Most people will correct your mistakes without any fanfare, as
they are very common amongst all players, and all levels of play. Trust me...it gets much easier
after you have done it a while. Most folks will be happy to help you with the score keeping if
you like; you will just need to let them know.

RATINGS:

The games are pretty typical...and vary depending on what level, or division, you end up
playing in. The division you play in will depend on two things. Your ability to play, and your
teams ability to play, as identified by each player’s, and the team’s combined rating. Each
player is rated prior to playing in our league by folks generally familiar with our rating system,
and the different levels of play. It's not magic, or precise, but a general starting point. It takes
roughly 2 seasons of play to get a person’s rating fine tuned. Our rating system is a proprietary
system, in which player’s ratings for each game of 01, and Cricket go up and down weekly
depending on the opponent they play, and how they fared against them. Ratings are only
adjusted based on singles league matches. Doubles matches don’t have any effect on one’s
rating. All matches played are best two out of three. That being said, winning, or losing 2-0 will
